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We have had a few concerns expressed recently about the
conditions of the ice and what the club is doing to rectify the
situation. While Jim Uhrig, Bob Ross and the ice crew are
working hard to make sure we have consistently ideal ice, there
are always challenges. The frustrating part is not knowing why.
We are taking this challenge very seriously and accordingly
have taken the following measures:

e Increased the number of floods. We have recently
flooded the ice four times only to have the ice change
shortly thereafter.

We have had Darren Sinclair, an Ice Consultant with the
O.C.A. come in and spend a day with Bob Ross
overseeing the ice maintenance. In his report he stated
that our current maintenance procedures were being
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properly adhered to, and the only changes he suggested
were a slight “modification” of the scraper blade which
has been done.

In additon to Darren Sinclair’s input, we have had noted
“ice maker” Shorty Jenkins in two weeks ago to look
over the ice conditions. He suggested that we have a
restricted flow of brine through the pipes. As a result,
the City 1s going to remove the floor at the end of the
sheets to check and clean out the headers, an important
element to having consistent and good ice for everyone
to play on.

We are confident that with this feedback from the consultants
we will be able to tackle this challenge and give you the best ice
possible. The “Ice Crew”, led by Bob Ross are working
extremely hard to stay on top of these challenges and in fact,
Bob is in each day at 5:00am to scrape the ice. Along with his
team of Gord Lemon, Jim Renaud, Rick Kingsland and Carl
Hoffman, Bob and his team are putting in many hours to solve
the situation. And let’s not forget that these individuals are
volunteering their time on behalf of all the club’s members to
give you as good a playing surface as possible.
