Your organizing committee under the leadership of Chairman, Al Barber is 
feverishly working to make this an extremely successful and profitable event for 
the club. You will see some different things throughout this competition than the 
traditional championship venue, including things such as more kids involvement, 
music and entertainment in the stands, lots of mascots as well as the usual 
revelry after the games. Along those lines, on the Wednesday night we are 
hosting a “Players Reception” back at the club after the first draw that is open to 
all ticket holders (you must have a ticket to get in). So I invite you to come back 
and meet all the players and get to know them.
