Curlers, please check the 

condition of your grippers and 

curling shoes. Worn equipment is 

the highest cause of dirt and 

debris on the ice which gets 

ground-in and is difficult to 

remove while scraping the ice. If 

you are curling once a week then 

a gripper should be replaced once 

a year, if you are curling more 

than once a week your gripper 

should be replaced half way 

through the season. Also, please 

refrain from tossing your gripper 

to the backboards from the hog 

line. 

 Rule 15 (1) states: "A player 

shall not use footwear or 

equipment that may damage or 

affect the playing quality of the 

ice surface."....(faulty slider or 

gripper).

OCA Rules 
We are nearing the end of the first half of the curling season, and 

with numerous OCA events still to be played, all members should 

be aware of two important rules to make this game more 

enjoyable: 

 

Position of Players. Rule No.7 (1)(c) 

When the opposition players are in the hack, the non-delivering 

players should be standing outside the hogline and to the extreme 

sides of the sheet in a single file.  

When you have delivered your rock, please stand at the hogline 

until the opposition have delivered their next rock. 

 

Sweeping/Brushing.  Rule No. 11 (6)(a) states: 

The sweeping/brushing motion shall be in a side to side direction 

but is not required to cover the entire width of the stone. 

Some of our members need to be reminded of this as they continue 

to brush in a forward and backward motion. This is against the 

rules. 

 

For the enjoyment all of playing this game, we need to be adhering 

to the Curlers Code of Ethics “I will play the game with a spirit of 

good sportsmanship.”

Did You Know – Facts about the curling Shoe….Bryan Hawkins 
 

To the best of my knowledge there never has been regulations relating to the curling shoe. The following is my 

experience over the 50 plus years of curling.  

When I started curling back in the 1950’s in Winnipeg, the curling shoe was anything you happened to be 

wearing at the time you arrived at the rink. Initially, I can remember wearing the old galoshes with the metal 

buckles, which we did not fasten and they scraped the natural ice.  

 

Moving to Toronto in ’57 I wore my street shoes with leather soles to curl. At the time nobody worried about 

what we dragged onto the ice surface because it was littered with straw chafing anyway. After I moved to 

Montreal in ’59 I became more sophisticated and experimented with putting liquid solder on the sliding shoe. 

This worked pretty well until we got up on our toes with the tuck delivery and when the sole bent the solder 

split and came off in ever so tiny pieces to create havoc with the next rock down the sheet. We had to think of 

something else so it was back to an old reliable which was a pair of the felt boots from Western Canada which 

we doctored with a piece of linoleum for a slider. The only problem with it was when it got cold it would split 

as a result of the tuck delivery. Then came another pair of street shoes which I had a shoemaker glue a piece of 

Teflon on the shoe. This became a problem because the shoemaker had no clue what curling was all about, had 

not worked with the new Teflon product and scraped the brown backing of the piece I gave him and then 

couldn’t make it adhere to my shoe. This was corrected with another piece of Teflon and that worked for a 

number of years. 

 

The next innovation was a street shoe which was doctored with the red ribs from a discarded Asham slider. 

This worked until the ribs became unglued, so then I had the great idea of the Dack’s street shoe with a slider 

glued on by the manufacturer. Dack’s, an Ontario shoe company, initially came out with their own designed 

curling shoe, but I thought I’d be better off with my own street shoes (Dack’s) and have them modify it for 

curling. I am still using this pair of shoes at the present time. 

Presently there are a few different types of curling shoes in use; some have a fixed slider while others have 

discs made of a Teflon type product or stainless steel which are interchangeable. The suppliers today have 

made great strides in making the game easier to play than in previous years. This improvement along with the 

flat foot no-lift delivery has improved the caliber of curlers over the last few years. With the advancement in 

the curling shoe over the years it is not uncommon today to see a curler slide the entire the length of the ice in 

comparison to the short slide of years gone by.
